a. Goals were created in Spring 2009 by BaSk Ad Hoc Committee (transition group from Learning Skills Taskforce)
b. For the most part it reflects:

ii. Basic Skills as a Foundation for Student Success in California Community Colleges, Part 2 Assessment Tool for Effective Practices in Basic Skills; LPC assessment drafted 3/11/08.

iii. Committee efforts and programs in progress.
iv. Accreditation Self Study, Planning Agenda, Standard 2 item 10.
c. Will guide our efforts

d. Will help us prioritize
e. Goals are not in any order of priority.  

f. Some goals are already in progress

i. Student Services is discussing Orientation models. Online orientation was piloted in Spring 2009 to a small pilot group.

ii. Math and English are discussing Assessment Scores; Validation of Assessment scores is underway.  Discussions about how to best meet needs of students assessed at different levels are underway in both Math and English.

iii. ESL/ECD have a NEW LC underway this Fall 2009 semester, which includes one of the ECD certificate courses, an ESL course, and Supplemental Instruction. 

iv. College Foundation Semester has 2 cohorts (serving 46 students total) this smester.

g. Committee discussed importance of implementing goals that:

i.  Have potential to impact large numbers of students and faculty such as Goal 5 - Faculty Resources and Staff Development.

ii. Are “simple” or easy to implement, such as Goal 7 - Professional Students/TAs/Supplemental Instruction.

iii. All goals are important, but let’s not get “caught up” in recent trends, such as Goal 2 – Learning Communities.

h. Goals and 5 Year Plan will be forwarded to Senate for approval.
