· How fund? BaSk/BSI probably not appropriate.  More stipend/release time from BaSk would make BaSk’s allocation even more “top heavy.”
· Should the BaSk Coordinator take on LC too?

· Many responsibilities identified in proposal are “Dean” level.  If a Faculty LC Coordinator is used, the faculty would need to be paired with a specific dean for execution of responsibilities.

· Need administrative “power” (Dean level) to get anything done.

· LC are a big investment –Is the direction the campus wants to move in? Institutions that do this well have it institutionally supported. Does the campus want to support/invest in this?

· Pedagogical investment is not present in proposal.  LC should be “theme based.” There should be a driving purpose.

· Coordinator/Trainer??

· A LC Committee 

· rather than just 1 Coordinator, create a committee

· with a faculty Coordinator/Chair 

· Everyone who teaches in a LC would serve on this committee.  
· Meet 2x per month – 1 for all LC  and 1 for specific LC.
· Committee would focus on pedagogy, serve as a faculty resource

· Dean and/or Admin Asst should be assigned to LC Committee

· Where would the committee be organizationally?? Perhaps not a committee of the Senate.

· Have committee count as a committee assignment for the year.

· Identify timing of implementation and a sliding scale of release time.
· A Faculty Coordinator does not solve the administrative problems associated with LC

· At this time, there is not enough LC to support additional release time or a new position.
